Fly Fishing: 6-8 wt., 9 ft. rod, 

floating and intermediate sink 

line, 0x leaders 6-9 ft 

 

Spin Fishing: Mod-Fast Action 9 

1/2 ft. rod, heavy spinning reel 

with 12-15 lb test line (braided line 

for float/jig setups) 

 

Bait Fishing: Heavy Baitcasting 8’6”- 

9’6”’ rod, heavy baitcast reel with 

15-20 lb test line.

Fly Fishing: 8-9 wt., 9 - 10 ft. rod, 

floating and intermediate sink 

line, 0x leader 6-9 ft 

 

Spin Fishing: Mod-Fast Action 8’6” -

9’6” rod, heavy spinning reel 

with 18-25 lb test line  

 

Bait Fishing: Heavy Baitcasting 8’6”- 

10’ rod, heavy baitcast reel with 

18-25 lb test line.
